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How to Use this Field Guide 
 

This field guide was created to help the general public identify common or 
distinctive organisms living in the Piedmont region of the Carolinas and Georgia. 
It was designed for use as an eBook on a tablet, but it will work on any electronic 
device. For optimal performance, download the pdf and open it within an eBook 
app such as iBooks on your tablet or smart phone, or save it to your computer. 
You will then be able to use the field guide anywhere, regardless of whether you 
have internet access. 
 

To identify an organism, go to the Table of Contents and click on the picture of 
the appropriate group of organisms. The first and last page of each section (e.g. 
Birds) contain a link back to the Table of Contents. If the page has an arrow in 
the lower right corner, turn the page to see more species within that group. For 
most organisms, the picture will link to a website with pertinent information 
about that species. The field guide will be updated periodically on the website.

What’s That Sound? 
 
The lists below include common sounds you can hear in the Southern Piedmont. Have fun trying to figure out 
what is making that sound! Each name links to a website that plays the call. 
 

Insects: 
Common True Katydid (Southeastern Race). Calling song is often heard on summer evenings 

Northern Dusk-singing Cicada. Often heard at dusk 

Scissor-grinder Cicada. Call from trees on hot summer days 

Southeastern Field Cricket. The long, trilling call is common in yards 

Swamp Cicada. Often calls in the morning and can be heard in suburban yards. A pulsing drone that increases in volume 

 

Frogs & Toads: 
Fowler’s Toad. Sounds like a sheep bleating or a baby crying. Call lasts up to 4 seconds 

Northern Cricket Frog. Call sounds like marbles clicking together in a bag 

Cope’s Gray Treefrog. Call is a long trill 

Green Treefrog. Call is a repetition of “reenk, reenk, reenk” 

Spring Peeper. Repetition of “peep peep peep”. Often in loud choruses 

Upland Chorus Frog. Sounds like a thumb dragging across the teeth of a comb  

Bullfrog. Call is a loud “jug-o-rum” 

Green Frog. Sounds like a few plucks of a banjo, descending in frequency with each pluck 

 

Birds – Pond and Marsh Habitat: 
Canada Goose. Loud honk with an upward inflection at the end 

Red-winged Blackbird. “Conk la ree” song is often heard in marshes 

 
Birds – Field Habitat: 
Red-tailed Hawk. “Kee-eeeee-arr” scream is common. Look up to see a flying hawk 

Northern Bobwhite. Call sounds like they are saying “bob white” 

Killdeer. Often give a call in flight that is a repeated “kill deer” 

Mourning Dove. Song is a “coo-ooo, coo coo coo” with an upwards inflection on first cooh 

Common Nighthawk. Fly high in the sky on summer nights. Listen for a “peent” call 

Northern Mockingbird. Mimic the sounds of many other birds, often repeating them 2-6 times 

Eastern Kingbird.  

Field Sparrow. Song consists of a series of accelerating whistles that ends with a trill 

Eastern Meadowlark. Often heard singing from on top of a perch in grassy habitat

Birds – Backyard & Urban Habitat: 
Red-shouldered Hawk. Call is a repetition of “Kee-ahh” with a downward inflection on the “ahh” 

Cooper’s Hawk. Loud “cak, cak, cak, cak” sound is common 

Killdeer. Often give a call in flight that is a repeated “kill deer” 

Mourning Dove. Song is a “coo-oooh, coo coo coo” with an upwards inflection on “ooh” 

Eastern Screech Owl. Give a trilling call that resembles the whinny of a horse 

Common Nighthawk. Fly high in the sky on summer nights. Listen for a “peent’ call 

Chimney Swift. High pitched chips often heard at dusk while they fly fast high in the sky 

Downy Woodpecker. Series of high-pitched “pik” sounds that descend in fast repetition at end 

Red-bellied Woodpecker. The “kwirr” call is common 

Northern Flicker. Call is a “kyeer”. Commonly give call similar to a pileated woodpecker 

Blue Jay. Often give a “jeer” call 

American Crow. Listen for “caw, caw” 

Carolina Chickadee. Makes a variety of very common sounds 

Tufted Titmouse. Breeding song is “peter, peter, peter”. Call is raspy and commonly heard 

White-breasted Nuthatch. “Wha wha wha wha wha wha wha” song is common in Spring 

Carolina Wren. Descending “cheer” call 

American Robin. Often heard calling in yards at dawn 

European Starling. 

Gray Catbird. Call resembles a cat meow 

Northern Mockingbird. Mimic the sounds of many other birds, often repeating them 2-6 times 

Northern Cardinal. Song is “cheer, cheer, cheer, birdie, birdie, birdie” 

Eastern Towhee. Song resembles “drink your tea” with the ‘tea’ being a trill 

Common Grackle. Form large flocks in yards. Song resembles opening a rusty gate 

 
Birds – Woodland Habitat: 
Red-shouldered Hawk. Call is a repetition of “kee-ahh” with a downward inflection on the “ahh” 

Cooper’s Hawk. Loud “cak, cak, cak, cak” sound is common 

Chuckwill’s Widow. Call is a repeated “chuck-will’s-widow” heard at duck and at night 

Eastern Whip-poor-will. Listen for a repetitive “whip-poor-will” on warm summer nights 

Yellow-billed Cuckoo. 

Barred Owl. Call is “who cooks for you, who cooks for you all?” Caterwauling call resembles monkeys. 

Eastern Screech Owl. Give a trilling call that resembles the whinny of a horse 

Belted Kingfisher. Rattle call is often given while they fly down a stream or river 

Downy Woodpecker. Series of high-pitched “pik” sounds that descend in fast repetition at end
