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NOTE: Applications are accepted on a rolling basis but must be submitted at least 30 days prior to travel. 
Applications submitted within 30 days of travel will be rejected without further review. 

Section 1: Purpose 

The Student Travel Support Program, administered by the USC Upstate Office of Sponsored Awards and 
Research Support (SARS), provides financial assistance to students presenting faculty-mentored 
research, scholarly work, or creative activities at professional or scholarly events. 

Applications must be submitted by the faculty mentor, who serves as the anchor of the research 
collaboration. 

Section 2: Funding Limits 

• Funding is not guaranteed and is awarded up to $750 per student per fiscal year. 

• For group travel, a separate application is required for each student.  

• A maximum of $2,000 may be awarded per conference, regardless of the number of research 
groups, students, and faculty attending. 

• Eligible expenses include: 

 Travel (airfare, mileage, or ground transportation); 

 Registration; 

 Lodging; 

• For travel to Columbia, SC, potential funding is limited to mileage and registration costs only. 

Section 3: Eligibility 

Full or part-time USC Upstate degree seeking graduate and undergraduate students in good standing 
who will be presenting (or present as a co-author) their faculty-mentored scholarly work/findings as 
part of a professional meeting, symposium, performance, or exhibition.  Funding through this program 
is limited to students who are presenting scholarship conducted under the mentorship of a faculty 
member and is not available for other purposes (travel to a research site, attending or networking only, 
etc.).
